Activity:

Spend an evening exploring chart music from around the world.

Start by making a shortlist of a few countries around the world which you
take particular interest in. This could be based on visits you have made/would
like to make, countries which feature in the news or simply countries you’d
like to know more about or which you think might have interesting music. List
around 3 countries per continent.

Use the internet to try to find the currently most popular songs in as many of
the countries you have listed as possible. Good starting points to find them
include:

As you listen to the music, you might want to reflect on how the songs are
similar/different to each other, and how they relate to the music popular in
the UK right now. You might like to play some of the songs 'blind’, and see if
the others can guess where it is from.
